•	 Has striking red bark and contrasting 
light green leaves that turn red in the 
fall, making it a desirable ornamental 
shrub

•	 Used by Native Americans to make 
snowshoe frames, spears, toys, mats, 
and rope

•	 Acer is Latin for "maple"
•	 Provides cover and nesting habitat 

for many game birds, songbirds, and 
small mammals
